She has also served as a governor 
of the International Sociological Association Research Commi��ee for Environment and 
Society and member of the Australian Government's Gene Technology Ethics 
Commi��ee. 

Salvo Torre is associate professor of Human Geography at the University 
of Catania, where he teaches Political Ecology and Social Geography. He is 
editor of the series Autonomie del vivente, by Mimesis publishing house 
and co-editor of the series Ecologia Politica by Orthotes publishing house;
